Chapter 6
Access to Credit

6.1 Introduction
Poor households in developing countries like India suffer from irregular and volatile income. These households do not possess enough savings to meet even basic expenses and therefore requires credit from time to time. Accessibility to credit at reasonable terms and conditions is therefore very crucial for the well-being of the household. Previous studies (Shetty, 2005; Patnaik, 2005; Chavan, 2005) have observed that, though there was an increase in supply of credit in rural areas during the period after nationalization of commercial banks (1969), post liberalization period
 (period after 1991) has mainly been characterized by decrease in rural banking as reflected through decrease in number of rural branch offices of commercial banks. Moreover, it was also observed that during this period there has been a decrease in priority sector lending which includes lending to sectors like agriculture, small-scale industries, retail trade etc. It is well known that in the developing countries like India, the informal lending agencies provide credit at somewhat unfavorable terms and conditions. It has been found that, delay in getting formal credit; non-availability of loan for domestic purposes and requirement of collateral by formal lending agencies are the major reasons that forces households to take loans from informal market (Sarap, 1991; Shivappa, 2005). In this background, this chapter examines some of the issues pertaining to accessibility to credit in rural areas of Karnataka.

6.2 Sources of Loan

When we look at the access to credit based on source of loan, that is loan availed by the farmers from different sources, we observe what has been usually found in the context of India. That is, the poorer farmers are having much lower access to credit in general and from formal sources in particular. This is seen in the context of Karnataka State in our analysis of secondary data (see the previous chapters).

From the secondary data analysis, district level picture was not clear, as estimating district level indicators from NSSO data is difficult due to low sample size. From our survey however, we see that in all the three districts under consideration, above 70% of the farmers with large land holdings (above 10 acres) have access to formal sector. On the other hand, only about 30 to 40 % of farmers with land holdings up to 2.5 acres have access to formal credit (table 6.1, Fig. 6.1). What are the problems of getting credit by the small and marginal farmers will be discussed in the sequel.

Thus we observe that in a state where there is 100% financial inclusion, still a large percentage of farmers depend on informal sector even for production loan. Even when a farmer takes loan from the formal sector, he /she have to further depend on the informal loan, as loan size is not adequate. 

Within the formal sector when we look at different sources, we observe that commercial bank constitute the major source of formal credit (Table 6.2). In the district of Mandya our sample shows disbursement of loan by the cooperative banks. It is worth noting that cooperative banks are active in certain pockets only. However, wherever they are active they tend to reach out to the small and marginal farmers. In case of Mandya district, also we observe the same picture.

Further, richer farmers also prefer commercial banks to cooperative banks, probably due to the reason that commercial banks provide larger size loans. 

6.3 Role of Cooperative Banking

In our sample, as mentioned above, we observe that in Mandya district cooperative banks play an important role. However, in both Haveri and Chamarajanagar our sample households are availing loan from commercial banks only. Secondary data relating to these states also reveal this fact. It is to be noted in this context that even though cooperative banks were created with a view to help the rural poor farmers over time health of these banks have deteriorated due to non-repayment of loan, interference by state etc. In order to improve the financial health of the cooperative baking sector and make them sustainable Government of India has constituted a committee headed by Dr. Vaidyanathan. This committee has given its report for the revival of the cooperative banks in India and accordingly revival package has been introduced in the states of India. A brief summary of Vaidyanathan committee report is provided in the appendix of this chapter (See Appendix A.6).
In this regard, a macro picture from Karnataka is worth presenting (see Fig 6.2 and 6.3). From the RBI data, we find that in the state of Karnataka about 8% of the total credit is disbursed by cooperative banks. About 83% of total credit is disbursed by commercial banks. NSSO data shows that less than 50% of the farmers are served by the formal sector. This scenario has been revealed in our survey as well. 

Given the fact that the cooperative banks were developed to serve the small and marginal farmers it is necessary to revive them in future. The revival package introduced by the Government provides a new opportunity for this cooperaive-banking sector.

6.4 Size of loan
From the figures and tables given so far, one could get information about the percentage of households who could avail loan from the formal sources, where terms and conditions are favourable. However, it did not provide us any information about the extent of accessibility or the amount of loan a household could borrow. Therefore, it is important also to look into the size of the loan, which gives an indication about borrowing capability of households.
From figure 6.4, one observes that average loan sizes of Mandya and Chamarajanagar are more or less same. However, average loan size of Haveri is lower vis-à-vis the other two districts, possibly because Haveri being a lower Income district, borrowing capabilities of respondents may be are lower.

Our later analysis with respect to problems of credit reveals that size of the loan is usually not adequate. This compels the farmers either to borrow from informal lenders or forego certain expenditures necessary even for production purposes. 

6.5 Self-Help Group

A self help group as the term used in India refers to a small group of 10 to 20 individuals who come together to carry out saving and lending activities amongst themselves. They are usually informal organizations and are not legally incorporated. According to NABARD, SHGs are “small, economically homogenous affinity groups of usually rural poor, voluntarily formed to save and mutually contribute to a common fund to be lent to its members as per the group members’ decision.” SHGs are promoted by various self help group promoting institutions (SHPIs),  viz., commercial banks, regional rural banks, co-operative bank, NGOs, government organizations and so on. In practice, women usually form these groups and they meet at a regular interval of time (usually weekly). In addition to providing credit as mentioned above the group also creates the habit of savings. Through the formation of such joint liability groups, it is established that the poor are bankable. Developments of SHGs are not uniform across the country and the southern region is in the forefront with Andhra Pradesh taking the lead. The state of Karnataka also has well developed SHG programme but there is need for further improvement in terms of reach. 

It is heartening to observe during our survey that for a large percentage of farmer households, the spouse is a member of self-help group (SHG) (see Fig.6.5). These households have the opportunity to borrow through SHGs at lower interest rate compared to the informal sector. It is important to note that a few farmer households have taken loan through SHGs for the farm sector loan. This reiterates the need to strengthen farmers club or farmers’ group in the state whereby farmers can take loan through a joint liability group and can take up other production related joint activities through the group as has been taken up by the women through SHGs. Though it is well recognized that such joint liability groups can help the farmers immensely, there is not enough efforts to form such groups in the country in general and Karnataka in particular (see Fig 6.6). NABARD has now felt the need to create such farmers group since it not only provide credits but also organize other farm related activities.

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6.6 Terms and Conditions of a loan

Terms and conditions of a loan have important implications for demand for loan and possible repayment or perpetual indebtedness. Terms and condition no doubt depends on the sources of loan. Within the formal sector, cooperative banks provide loans at a much lower rate of interest (around 4%) as they receive interest rate subsidy from Government. Rate of interest of commercial banks are higher (7 % to 9%) than cooperatives but much lower than the informal loans. Rate of interest of the loans availed through SHGs fall in between but interest income goes back to the group as asset. It is worth noting here that the microfinance institutions charge high interest rates comparable to village moneylenders and in our opinion no way superior to ordinary moneylenders.   

Two major components of the terms of a loan are the rate of interest and security. 
6.6.1 Rate of Interest

We observe that in Mandya district cooperative bank provided higher level of credit and the rate of interest is lower at 4%. In case of the other two districts commercial bank was the prominent source for our sample households and provided loan at 7% rate of interest. 

For the informal sector loan, however, rate of interest varies between 24% and 36% with modal value at 36% for all three districts (Table 6.3).

Thus we observe that rate of interest of the formal sector is far low compared to the informal sector loan. Even then, poor farmers tend to take informal loan for not having collateral. One of the problems that came up during our discussion is that a large number of farmers who are not availing formal loans actually do not having land ownership records. Land is usually in the name of father and the after his death the sons find it difficult to access bank loans due to lack of ownership records in his/her name. Even after computerization of land records, this problem continues to persist and seen to be severe amongst the SC/ST households.

From our survey we see that in all three districts, on an average, above 90% of the borrowers had to provide land as collateral to get access to credit from the formal sector (Fig. 6.7). It is important to note here that in case of Mandya district where we found poor accessing cooperative banks to a certain extent has been able to get loan without security. Indeed 28% of the poorest farmers (land holding below 1 acre) has loan without security in Mandya district. However, in the other two districts where the farmers are availing loan from commercial banks do not have any loan without security. 

In contrast, for the informal sector loan about 80% of the households provide no security to avail loan. In case of the poorest farmers (land holding up to 1 acre) 96% provide no security to informal lender and this percentage increases to 100 for Chamarajanagar and Haveri districts (Fig. 6.8).

6.7 Purpose of loan
From our sample observations, it is revealed that around 85 percent of loans from the formal sector has been availed for farm business. Almost negligible number of households has taken loan for ceremonies and person consumption from the formal sector (Table 6.4).

But it is important to note that more than 55% households have taken loan from the informal sources and above 50% of these loans are for production purposes. In particular, in Haveri district 87% of the loans are for farm business (Table 6.5). One can also observe that loan from informal sources have been used to some extent for ceremonies and other consumption needs of a household. But loan taken to meet expenditure for farm business remain the single most important purpose even for informal credit market. It is also seen that loans are availed at a high interest rate (see table 6.3).

6.8 Problems of Formal Sector

Though there has been continued efforts on the part of the Government to provide credit to the farmers, loan from formal sector remain elusive to the poor. Reasons are well known but solution is not in sight. One of the problems as revealed during our survey is the long and complicated procedures involved in taking bank loan (see fig 6.9). Poor and uneducated farmers find it rather difficult to follow these procedures. Not receiving cooperation from the bank officials in this respect is a common complaint we received from the small and marginal farmers during our survey. The farmers from the socially backward class completely withdraw themselves from the commercial banking sector as they feel that this sector is beyond their reach. This is happening in spite of the efforts of the Reserve Bank of India to incorporate the entire rural households in the bank net. Development of the network of Primary Agricultural Credit Societies as a part of cooperative banking system can be an answer to this problem. Thus while reviving the PACS under the cooperative Bank revival package special attention needs to be given so that these societies can become autonomous and free from pressure of the state. If they are encouraged to work on a commercial basis, they can help credit to reach the marginal farmers in a sustainable manner.

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Repayment time being short and insufficient loan amount are considered as other difficulties. Amount of loan is also often found to be insufficient (fig 6.9). 

The major advantages of the informal lenders are evident. First, the procedures are simpler and timely loan is available as and when one needs. Secondly, loan repayment period can be extended easily (Fig 6.10). When borrowing takes place through a lender who has interlinkage with the borrower than credit also ensures future work for the borrower.

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In this regard, our analysis of NSSO data reveals certain interesting features. In case of informal lenders, the borrowers continue to pay the rate of interest for a very long period without actually repaying any part of the principle amount. Thus, not only the borrower pays a higher interest rate, the lender makes sure that the principal continues to remain unpaid for a long time. In the process, the borrowers tend to repay much more than what was borrowed. 

6.9 Cascading Effect 
One of the problems that farmers unknowingly encounter while taking credit is the amount required at different point of time and amount disbursed by banks. During our survey it is revealed that the amount required as credit at different stages of production are different. At the beginning of production process, about 40% of the total credit disbursed is actually used. At the middle of the season another 30% of the funds get utilized and at the end of the season during harvest and marketing stage rest 30%  of the funds are used (see Fig. 6.11). Banks however, release the entire amount at a time. As the farmers find the procedures of banks too complicated, they also prefer to take the funds at one time rather than visiting banks for credit thrice. However, as in the beginning of the period they get more than necessary, given their economic condition, the excess funds are utilized for other purposes. In the process at the time of need , especially during harvest they are short of funds and borrow from the informal lender at a high rate of interest. In the process they are unable to repay formal loan and continue to borrow from informal sector at unfavourable terms.

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6.10 Kisan Credit Card

Kisan credit card has been devised as an instrument to address some of these problems. This card with a credit limit to each farmer provides a revolving fund with several withdrawals and repayments. The limit is based on the operational land holdings, cropping pattern and scale of finance. This card is valid for 3 years subject to annual renewals and each loan has to be paid within 12 months. Rescheduling of the loan is also possible depending on the situation.  Thus, this card assures availability of credit as and when one needs which in turn reduce interest burden for the farmer. This card is also supposed to provide flexibility of drawls from a branch other than the issuing branch. 
As this card allows flexibility of withdrawals, it can help farmers to access credit as per need and in turn reduce interest burden. However, during our survey we observed that only a few farmers have been able to get access to Kisan Credit Card (see fig 6.12).  During our survey, it was observed that lack of awareness was the main reason for not having Kisan Credit Card (see fig 6.13)

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6.11 Loan Waiver: Does it benefit the Poor?

In the union budget of 2008-2009, India’s Finance Minister Palaniappan Chidambaram had proposed that the federal government would waive loans to farmers, with the total waiver amount capped at Rs 60,000 crore ($15 billion).

The waiver, however, is highly questionable on at least three grounds. One, it is iniquitous, since it may not benefit the poor farmers. Two, it is not a long-term solution to the agrarian crisis that many parts of India find themselves in. And finally, it will spread the tendency to default on such loans, a practice that will work against the goal of financial inclusion. During our survey, we observe that people who have repaid their loan are repenting, as they are unable to get benefit from the waiver scheme.

If we examine the farmers who benefited from the loan waiver scheme we observe that amongst our sample of marginal farmers only 23.5% of the marginal farmers have been benefited (Table 6.6) in case of Chamarajanagar. For other two districts, also the scene is not encouraging. On the other hand farmers with larger land holdings are benefiting at a much larger scale. Thus the poorest of the poor have not been benefited enough from the scheme. This is mainly on two counts:  the poor farmers usually do not get access to the formal sector. Even if they get, our survey shows that they are rather petrified by the bank officials and returns loan on time. 
In order to include small and marginal farmers to the bank net RBI has introduced the financial inclusion drive using concepts such as “ no frill accounts” where a rural poor can open an account without hassle and minimum balance. Karnataka has declared itself as a state with 100% financial inclusion.
6.12 Financial Inclusion

Usha Thorat (deputy Governor, RBI) in a speech in 2007 defines financial inclusion, as “the provision of affordable financial services, (viz., access to payments and remittance facilities, savings, loans and insurance services) by the formal financial system to those who tend to be excluded.” In India, taking the measure of financial inclusion to be access to credit, according to NSSO data 45.9 million (51.4%) out of 89.3 million households do not have access to credit and out of the total number of people who have access to credit only 27% have access to formal credit (Financial inclusion committee report 2008). Hence, a large proportion of the populations are financially excluded and most of them are from agriculture/primary sector. Observing this dismal situation the Reserve Bank of India has initiated a financial inclusion drive in India to ensure 100% financial inclusion by instruments such as no frill accounts etc. As a part of this drive, the state of Karnataka of late has been declared as a state having 100% financial inclusion. 

During our survey, we have tried to assess this claim and found that at least amongst the farmers class we observe good coverage of banks, if not 100%. In particular, about 88% of the farmers are having either a savings account or a loan account in the formal credit institutions (Fig. 6.14). Our survey data shows that in the poorer taluks such as Mallavalli this percentage is lower --to the tune of 72%. Thus, there is also much to achieve in terms of reach as well as sustainability of the drive. Many farmers though have an account hardly operates them as savings is possible and they do not have access to credit.

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6.13 Conclusion

Thus we observe that a large percentage of farmers still depend on the informal lender even for productive purpose loans and amongst them comparatively  poorer farmers find it more difficult to avail loan from the formal sector. Presence of lending from cooperative bank appears to help the small and marginal farmers but the role of cooperative bank is limited in the state. Even after the financial inclusion drive, dependence of informal lenders continues for the farmers. Not having land ownership records is one of the prominent reasons for not availing formal sector loan. 

Our survey also reveals that loan waiver scheme has really not helped the poorest of the poor as they had no loan from the formal sector or, they have repaid back their loan as they often get intimidated by the bank officials. Further, farmers tend to take total loan amount at a time in the beginning of the cropping season though they have different needs for credit at different points of time in the production cycle. Kisan Credit card can be a helpful tool to enable farmers to take loan as and when required. However, our survey reveals that very few farmers have access to such card. 

Self-help groups formed by the women folk have also helped farmers to take loan through SHGs (through spouse) for production purposes. In this regard, formation of farmers club whereby farmers can take loan through a joint liability group and take up other activities as a group can go a long way. 
Appendix A.6 
Important Aspects of the Report of the Revival Committee for Cooperative Banks (Prof. Vaidyanathan Committee Report) 
The Government of India is committed to increasing the flow of credit to agriculture, especially to small and marginal farmers. The short term rural cooperative credit structure (CCS), which should play a central role in this respect, is unable to do so. This structure is severely impaired financially and institutionally. Its share in total credit flow to agriculture has been declining. Concerned at this state of affairs, the Central Government had set up a special Task Force in August 2004 to suggest an implementable action plan for reviving the CCS. The Task Force submitted its report to the Central Government on 04 February 2005. The Government, after due consideration, accepted the recommendations in principle and placed them before the National Development Council at its meeting on 27 June 2005. The Task Force report and its recommendations were discussed in depth at a special meeting of the State Chief Ministers on 09 September 2005. It was agreed that a draft statement of the consensus emerging from the deliberations be prepared and discussed with the Finance and Cooperation Ministers of selected State Governments. This meeting was held on 29 September 2005, where the consensus was further crystallized into a Statement of Consensus. Based on this Statement of Consensus, this Revival Package spelling out the financial, legal and institutional measures for restructuring of the CCS has been prepared. The revival package is aimed at reviving the short-term rural cooperative credit structure (CCS) and makes it a well-managed and vibrant medium to serve the credit needs of rural India, especially the small and marginal farmers. It seeks to (a) provide financial assistance to bring the system to an acceptable level of health; (b) introduce legal and institutional reforms necessary for their democratic, self-reliant, and efficient functioning; and (c) take measures to improve the quality of management. It is to be emphasized that all three components are equally important and should be treated and implemented as an integrated package.
  The structure practically functions only on borrowed funds. During the early eighties minor irrigation and land development constituted almost half of its portfolio. This has  come down to only about  20% now. At the same time, loans for mechanization and animal husbandry have increased from about 35% to over 60%. The ground level  recovery performance  in the system is generally poor with  five  out of 10 states with the federal structure showing recovery of less than  50% at  the primary level   while six out  of  8 states with the unitary structure showed  recovery of less than  50%. In the same vein seven out of 10 states under the federal structure  showed NPAs  of  over 20% while  all these states under the unitary structure showed much higher NPA levels. The structure also shows poor levels of governance. An important reason  for poor governance lies in the very character  of the structure  which is  purely  borrower oriented  with  no counterbalancing  mechanism  in the form  of  depositors. Physical distances, especially in the unitary structure, also lead to poor member participation in governance. The fact that lower tiers of the federal structure have to depend on the apex body for resources also reduces their capacity to govern the upper tier. These deficiencies are aggravated by State intrusion  in  financial  and administrative matters  like supersession  of  boards,  directives on  interest  rates  and  loan policies, and posting of government staff in the banks. The Task  Force  also  felt that the dependence of  the structure  on a single agency, viz., NABARD, for its resources has not only induced a feeling of  comfort   and   complacency  but  had  eroded  its  capacity  to  work  in  an increasingly  competitive environment. While NABARD has been supervising and inspecting societies in the structure, it lacks the authority to enforce financial discipline. Its interest in doing so has also been weakened by the fact that its loans to the LTCCS are covered by state government guarantees.
Recommendations of the Task Force:
 The main recommendations of the Task Force on revival of cooperative credit are as follows:
i. Ensuring full voting membership rights on all users of financial services including depositors 

ii. Removing state intervention in administrative and financial matters in cooperatives 

iii. Removing provision for government equity and participation in the Boards of cooperatives 

iv. Withdrawing restrictive orders on financial matters 

v. Permitting cooperatives freedom to take loans from any financial institution and not necessarily from only the upper tier and similarly placing their deposits with any financial institution of their choice
vi. Permitting cooperatives under the parallel Acts to be members of upper tiers under the existing cooperative societies Acts and vice versa 

vii. Limiting powers of state governments to supersede Boards 

viii. Ensuring timely elections before the expiry of the term of the existing Boards 

ix. Facilitating full regulatory powers for RBI in case of cooperative banks 

x. Prudential norms including CRAR for all financial cooperatives including PACS 

According to the Task Force on Revival of Rural Cooperative Credit Institutions (Vaidyanathan Committee), the STCCS never realized the enormous potential opened up by its vast outreach owing mainly to a “deep impairment of governance”. While they were originally visualized as member-driven, democratic, self-governing, self-reliant institutions, cooperatives have, over the years, constantly looked up to the State for several basic functions. The Task Force has described in detail how the State Governments have become the dominant shareholders, managers, regulators, supervisors and auditors of the STCCS. The concept of mutuality (with savings and credit functions going together), that provided strength to cooperatives all over the world, has been missing in India. This “borrower-driven” system is beset with conflict of interest and has led to regulatory arbitrage, recurrent losses, deposit erosion, poor portfolio quality, and a loss of competitive edge for the cooperatives. The Task Force Report also recognised that there is an impasse in the laws governing cooperative banking institutions in the country as cooperation is a State subject while a Central Act regulates banking activities.
 For the revival of the STCCS, the Vaidyanathan Committee Report has suggested an implementable Action Plan with substantial financial assistance for recapitalisation subject to introduction of strict legal and institutional reforms together with technical assistance for human resource development (HRD), establishment of a common accounting system and computerisation. The implementation of the Revival Package would result in the emergence of strong and robust cooperatives with conducive legal and institutional environment for it to prosper. At the macro level, the Revival Package is expected to promote growth with social justice and greater financial inclusion. In this background, the following observations are noteworthy:
1.   With 127 million plus membership and 45 million plus borrowing membership, the STCCS already exceeds the combined client base of commercial banks and RRBs. With nearly 1.25 lakh outlets spread throughout the length and breadth of the country, the STCCS after implementation of the recommendations of the Vaidyanathan Committee would be adequately equipped and would be a highly appropriate mechanism to promote financial inclusion.

2.   Located in rural areas, governed by local community leadership, and managed by the staff with roots in rural areas, the STCCS would be oriented for promoting financial inclusion more effectively.

3.   The CCS with large membership of small and marginal farmers would have necessary ethos to promote and encourage financial inclusion of deprived sections of the rural economy.

4.    With limited overheads, the CCS outlets will be an appropriate medium for encouraging financial inclusion through “no frills” savings accounts etc.

5.    The rural populace will be more comfortable and will easily identify culturally with the STCCS.

6.   Payments under various social welfare schemes of Central and State Governments for instance old age pension, Employment Guarantee Scheme (EGS), scholarships for students, etc. could be made more transparent, safe, foolproof if routed through the STCCS, and the recipients could receive the assistance at their doorsteps.

7.   As envisaged in the Vaidyanathan Committee Report, the membership of PACS should be open to all members of the village without any restrictions. For the purpose, the existing restrictions regarding land holding etc. should be removed. Even the PACS could be rechristened as Primary All-purpose Credit Societies instead of Primary Agriculture Credit Societies.

8.   The STCCS would be an ideal instrument for promoting financial inclusion through SHGs. Many cooperatives could be transformed into SHPIs with proper sensitization. Promotion of SHGs could indeed become a major component of the Business Development Plan of cooperative organizations of the STCCS.

9.   As the Vaidyanathan Committee is envisaging application of IT right from PACS to SCBs, the STCCS would be in a position to cope with the additional work load on account of promoting financial inclusion. This, in fact, would go a long way in improving the productivity of the credit cooperatives. With due internal controls and checks in place, PACS could ideally be developed as BCs of DCCBs as well as for commercial banks / RRBs wherever the reform process facilitates this.

10. As financial inclusion also envisages delivery of financial services at an affordable cost, the STCCS being accessible at the door step of the financially excluded sections of the society will be in a better position to render these services more effectively.
