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1. FUNCTIONS AND DUTIES OF THE DEPARTMENT OF MINES AND GEOLOGY: 

DEPARTMENT OF MINES AND GEOLOGY,  BANGALORE
        The Department of Mines and Geology is more than 110 years old. The erstwhile Mysore Geological Department was established in the year 1894 with the objective of Geological and structural mapping of the then Mysore State. The pioneering efforts of the Geologists like R.Bruce Foote, H.K.Slater, W.F.Smeeth, P.Sampath Iyengar and others has resulted in the preparation of the Geological map of old Mysore State. Geological investigations lead to the discovery of different mineral deposits in the State. This has helped in establishing many mineral based industries in the State.

In recent years, apart from the mineral and groundwater investigation, it has become one of the revenue earning departments of the State. Ten years back revenue realisation was about 110 crores and to-day it has reached about 475.00 crores.

In the year 1966 for the first time Dr. B.P.Radhakrishna, the then Director of Mines and Geology, initiated investigations for the study of occurrence and availability of groundwater resources in the State. The efforts of the hydrogeologists of the Department gave a great impetus to the irrigation in the dry lands of the State and also provided safe and assured drinking water mainly to the rural population of the State. Since 1998, the department has started on a pilot scale constructing artificial recharge structures by using remote sensing techniques to recharge the groundwater resources in the State.

The Department has initiated many new investigations and studies to tackle the problems in groundwater and mineral fronts

RESOURCES OF KARNATAKA:-

        The important mineral resources available are gold, silver, iron, manganese, limestone and ornamental granites.  Groundwater resources available in the State is estimated to be 647580 ham. And existing stage of groundwater development is 70%.

The Directorate  of Department of Mines and Geology is located at Bangalore. The Department of Mines and Geology is responsible for carrying out mineral investigation in the State.  Various types of minerals available in the State are being periodically investigated.  The reports of the investigations are published in the form of geological reports which are nominally priced for the benefit of mineral industry in the State.

· In order to assess the quality and quantity of mineral deposits the Diamond drilling unit helps the Geologists in knowing the extension of mineral deposit at depth and also helps in collecting core samples from different depths below ground surface. Chemical laboratory at Director’s office and also chemical laboratories at Mysore, Chitradurga, Dharwar, Belgaum, Bellary and Gulbarga carry out analysis of mineral samples. In the metallurgical laboratory at Bangalore, ore beneficiation is being carried out..
PROGRESS ACHIEVED IN PLAN AND MONITORING WING OF MINERAL EXPLORATION, SURVEY AND INVESTIGATION WORK FOR THE YEAR 2007-08. 
CEMENT INDUSTRIES: 

Exploratory drilling for limestone deposits in parts of Malked, of Sedam taluk and Jewargi taluk of Gulbarga district. 

This is an ongoing programme in Bhima Basin. The investigation was initiated with view to assess the depth continuity and quality of limestone in Bhima Basin. During the year totally 388.5 meters of drilling has been done from two boreholes. 

Exploratory drilling for cement grade limestone in Melanahally village, Chikkanayakanahalli taluk, Tumkur district. 

This is an ongoing programme in Melanahalli village of Chikkanayakanahalli taluk, Tumkur district. To evaluate the depth persistance and quantitative assessmrent 383 meters of drilling from 4 boreholes has been carried out. 

METALLIC MINERALS: 

Investigation for low grade iron ore in south east of Melanahally, east of Gangapur village, Chikkanayakanahalli taluk, Tumkur district. 

The banded iron formations are highly disturbed and folded. The iron ore formation is folded forming Doddaguni anticline in the south. The bands of banded iron formation are disconnected and are found on the ridges. Low grade iron ores are found near Puradak.arru and further north of Kenkere villages. An over all quantity 2. million tonnes of low grade iron ore has been estimated. Chemical analysis is completed. 

Investigation of manganese deposit in Mundargi taluk near Kelur, Gadag district        Area under study undergone intensive deformation. Occurrences of low-grade manganese deposit are noticed as lenses and pockets. In hire betta range about 25000 tons of low grades manganese ore has been estimated. Chemical analysis is also carried out. 

ORNAMENTAL STONE: 

Survey and assessment of ornamental stones in Sidlagatta taluk, Kolar district. 

The investigation reveals occurrence of granites/granitic gneiss of heterogeneous texture and colour variation around village limits to the north of Dibburahalli, SE of Neralemaradahalii. The estimated quantity is placed at 0.64 million cubic meters by considering a assumed depth of 20 meters. 

Survey and assessment of ornamental stone in Sakleshpur taluk, Hassan district. 

The investigation for ornamental stone reveals occurrence of dolerite dyke trending NS,NW-SE and NE-SW direction as the chief source. The economically potential zones of dolerite dykes as disconnected patches have been located around Hoskote (in Hoskote coffee estate) Uchangi, Herur, Narur, Honganahalli, Yedakumari, Malmane and Hulgattur villages. A depth persistance of 20meters with a recovery factor which varies from 10-20% have been considered for reserve estimation. A total reserves of 0.35 million cubic meters has been estimated.

b) Mineral Administration:-
Applications for mining and prospecting licence are being processed at Director’s office and M.L and P.L are granted. Application for quarry leases for ornamental stones (specified minor mineral) are processed at Director’s office and leases are granted/executed. At district level, quarry leases for building stones (non-specified minor mineral) are granted by the Geologist/Senior Geologists

· Sanction of prospecting and mining leases

· Sanction of specified minor mineral leases such as ornamental granites

· Sanction of non-specified minor mineral leases

· Inspection of mines and quarries

· Issue of inspection and audit reports

· Collection of royalty/dead rent

The Department also grants reconnaissance permits, prospecting licences and mining leases as per the provisions of MM (D &R) Act 1957   and M.C. Rules 1960.  Minor minerals in the State are also being administered by granting quarry leases.  Application for Reconnaissance permit, Prospecting Licence and Mining leases are received at the Directorate and processed. Applications for specified minor minerals are also received at Directorate and processed as per KMMC Rules 1994.  Applications for non-specified minor minerals are received at district  level offices and quarry leases for them are granted as per KMMC Rules 1994 by the Senior Geologist and Deputy Director of the concerned districts.  The district officers are responsible for regulating mining / quarrying activity in their jurisdiction.  They are also responsible for issue of mineral dispatch permits, collection of royalty, prevention of  illegal mining and quarrying, levying penalty etc. 

2. POWERS, DUTIES OF OFFICERS AND EMPLOYEES:

The Director of Mines and Geology is the Head of the Department.  He is responsible for the  activities of the Department.  He has been authorised to sanction mining leases for some of the non-specified major minerals in the State.  For grant of specified minor minerals the proposals have to go before "Rule 11" Committee for which the Director of the Mines and Geology is the Member Secretary.  He is having quasi judicial powers.  He is the appellate authority (Controlling Officer) in respect of non-specified minor minerals.  He is the appointing and disciplinary authority upto 'B' group officers  and officials of the Department.  At the Directorate he is assisted by Additional Director (Minerals), in respect of major minerals, Additional Director (Groundwater) in respect of groundwater activity, Joint Director (Administration) in respect of administrative matters, Deputy Director (Mineral Administration) in respect of minor mineral activities,  Deputy Director (Legal) in respect of legal matters, Deputy Director (Plan Monitoring) in respect of mineral investigation and planning, Accounts Officer in respect of accounts matters, Chief Drilling Engineer in respect of drilling activities, Chief Chemist in respect of analysis of rocks, minerals and groundwater and Chief Geophysicist in respect of geophysical investigations. 

Additional Director (Minerals):  The  Additional Director (Minerals), will  assist the Director of Mines and Geology in taking decisions in respect of mineral administration.  All the major mineral applications  can be processed  under his directions. He is also responsible for preparation of D.C.B. and  collection of arrears.  He  will be assisted by Superintendent, F.D.A. and S.D.A. in mining lease and in D.C.B Section. 

Additional Director (Groundwater):  He is responsible for both groundwater investigation and its monitoring (quality and quantity) in the State.  He will assist the Director of Mines and Geology in taking decisions in respect of groundwater activities.  Under his guidance R & D activities will be taken up and implemented.  

Joint Director (Administration):  He is responsible for administration of the Directorate.  He will assist the Director of Mines and Geology in taking decisions on administrative matters at the Directorate and also regarding sub-ordinate offices. He will be assisted by Manager (Administration)  and Manager (Stores).  
Joint Director (North and South): Two joint directors posts are in operations one at North Zone in Belary and South zone at Myosre and they have been entrusted the supervision of mineral and ground water district office in their respective jurisdictions. They have also been appointed as revision authority as per 53(1) of KMMCR 1994
Chief Drilling Engineer:  He will oversee  the activities of the Drilling Wing of the Department.  He will assist the Additional Director (GW) in regard to drilling programmes  and yield testing activities in the Department.  

Chief Chemist: Chief Chemist is responsible  for analysis of ore minerals and groundwater in the  laboratory at the Directorate.  Chief Chemist will  oversee the functions of other laboratories of the Department in the State. 

Chief Geophysicist:  Chief Geophysicist is responsible for Geophysical Investigations in the State.   He will assist the Additional Director (GW) in implementing the geophysical programmes and investigations in the State.  

Deputy Director (Legal):  He is incharge of Legal Cell at the Directorate.  He will be assisted by the Superintendent, F.D.A. and S.D.A. in dealing with legal cases and matters to the Department. 

Deputy Director (Mineral Administration): He is responsible for processing of applications filed for non-specified minor minerals at the Directorate.  He will assist Director of Mines and Geology in the matters connected  with minor minerals.  He will be assisted by a Superintendent,  F.D.A. and S.D.A. 

Deputy Director (Plan Monitoring): He is responsible for mineral investigation in the State.   Senior Geologists and Geologists of the plan  scheme will assist in implementing   mineral investigation programmes.  He is responsible for implementation of plan programmes of mineral wing of the Department. 

Deputy Director (GWS), Deputy Director (R&D) and Deputy Director (Hydrology):  There are 4 Deputy Directors at the Directorate who are assisting the Additional Director, Groundwater in implementing  R & D programmes and other groundwater investigations of the Department.  They are responsible for validation of groundwater related data, processing of groundwater data, finalisation of groundwater reports.  They will be assisted by Senior Geologists and Geologists. 

Gazetted Manager (Administration.):  He will be responsible for over all administration of the office of the Director of Mines and Geology.  He will be assisting the Joint Director (Admn.) in the administrative matters.  He will be assisted by Superintendent, F.D.A. and S.D.A. 

Gazetted Manager (Stores): He is responsible for procurement of all articles and equipments. He will be assisted by Superintendent, F.D.A. and S.D.A.

Accounts Officer:  He is responsible for expenditure in the Department as per budget provisions and financial powers delegated to the officers of the Department.  He will be assisted by Superintendent and F.D.A. and S.D.A. 

3. PROCEDURE FOLLOWED IN THE DECISION MAKING, PROCESS, INCLUDING CHANNELS OF SUPERVISION AND ACCOUNTABILITY:

MINERAL WING
Mineral administration in the State is as per acts and rules laid down for the purposes.  Major minerals are administered as per MM (D&R) Act 1957 and M.C. Rules  1960.  Applications for grant of reconnaissance permits, prospecting licences and mining leases are received at the Directorate.  After examining the availability of the area for grant in the drawing branch of the Department, the opinion of Revenue and Forest   authorities as the case may be is obtained.  After getting the opinion of the authorities to whom the applied area belongs and technical report from the jurisdictional office on the availability of mineral in the applied area, the decision will be taken  either for granting or rejecting the application.  In respect of specified major minerals, the concurrence of  Central Government is obtained through the State Government.  Then the State Government issues notification informing the grant of lease / licence.  Afterwards, the area will be surveyed and demarcated by the jurisdictional  offices  after receipt of prescribed fees for the purpose.  After obtaining approved mining plan, clearance from State Pollution Control Board and Ministry of Forest and Environment, Government of India, the licence / lease will be executed by the Director.  In respect of other major minerals, after following procedure explained above, the Director / State Government will  execute the lease.  Here concurrence of Government of India is not required.  

Any person aggrieved on the orders of Director can file revision application in the Ministry of Mines, Government of India within the stipulated time as per M.C.Rules 1960. 

Applications for specified minor minerals are also received at the Directorate.  After verifying the availability  of the area in the drawing  branch, opinion of the Revenue / Forest authorities as the cess may be will be obtained, then the proposals will be placed before the Rule '11' Committee chaired by the Secretary, Commerce and Industries Department.  The proceeding of the Committee will be sent for approval to the Honourable Minister for Mines and Geology. Then the Government will issue notification granting the lease or rejecting the application. In case of grant of a lease after receipt of prescribed fee the area will be surveyed and demarcated by the jurisdictional office.   After payment of prescribed fee and approval of quarry plan lease will be executed by the Director of Mines and Geology.

 Application for non-specified minor mineral will be received by the jurisdictional officer. After getting the opinion of the Tahsildar, survey and demarcation of the area, the jurisdictional officer will execute the lease.  Any person aggrieved on the orders of the jurisdictional officer may file a revision application with the Director of Mines and Geology, within three months of the orders of the jurisdictional officer.  The Director will hear  the revision application and take decisions.

Groundwater Investigation and Administration 
Groundwater Wing
The Groundwater Wing of the Department is carrying out monitoring of groundwater levels in the State, monitoring of groundwater quality and assessment of groundwater resources once in five years as per guidelines of Ministry of Water Resources, Government of India. The district officers of the Groundwater Wing are under  the administrative control of zilla panchayaths and  technical guidance is provided by the Directorate.


The district groundwater officers are also carry out micro watershed studies, studies of  any specific groundwater problems identified in the district and also carry out construction of artificial recharge structures in their jurisdiction.  They render technical advises for  sinking of wells / bore wells  and also for taking up rain water harvesting structures.

a) Groundwater Investigation:-

Geophysical section
 Geophysical section conducts geophysical investigations through vertical depth probes and profiling. Geophysicists also conduct geophysical surveys to pin-point sites for drilling bore wells and to understand subsurface in homogeneties.

Hydrogeologists of the department are assisted by Drilling Section in drilling experimental bore wells and determining yield in the bore wells. Groundwater drilling section takes up cleaning of bore wells and retrieving pumps from bore wells, groundwater/surface water samples are analysed at Chemical laboratory at Director’s office and also in the divisional laboratories at Mysore, Chitradurga, Dharwar, Belgaum, Bellary and Gulbarga.

CHEMICAL LABORATORY






In the Department, there are six laboratories of level II grade situated in the division level and one level II+ at the Directorate. The Chief Chemist is the head of all the laboratories. They are functioning under the technical guidance of the Chief Chemist. The level II laboratories are situated at Bellary, Mysore, Belgaum, Chitradurga and Dharwad. Work in the level II laboratories are looked after by the Chemists. The chemical laboratory at Head Office is full fledge laboratory where in analysis of ores, minerals, rocks and water analysis both surface and ground water are carried out. Apart from the departmental samples, the samples from the public and other agencies are analysed. 

The quality parameters considered are physical, chemical and bacteriological. The physical parameters include colour, odour, taste, turbidity and temperature. The chemical parameters Calcium, Magnesium, Sodium, Potassium, Total Iron, Alkalinity (Bicarbonate), Alkalinity (Carbonate), Chloride, Nitrate, Sulphate, Total Dissolved solids, Specific Electrical conductance, Total hardness, pH and Fluoride. The laboratory is adopting the 'AMERICAN STANDARD METHODS' for analysis purposes. These constituents the major cations and anions found invariably in the ground water. The bacteriological parameters indicate the presence of disease causing bacteria. A broad attempt is made to compare the results obtained from the chemical analysis with that of the Indian Standard Drinking water Specification as per IS: 1 0500: 1991 to evaluate the quality of water for drinking purposes. 

The objectives of chemical laboratory is to develop comprehensive, reliable, accurate and user friendly database. 

Methodology :Fluoride- Ion Selective Electrode method

: Nitrate- UV-Spectrophotometer 

: Total Hardness- EDTA Titrimetric 

: Total lron- Phenanthroline Spectrophotometric 

: Heavy metals- Atomic AbsorptiSpectrophotometer   : Pesticides- Gas Chromotography 

In ground water wing -analysis of ground water (Borewell/Open well) and also surface water is being carried out. Chemical lab is equipped with sophisticated equipments to carry out chemical parameters, pollution parameters, heavy metals and pesticides. Samples for 1859 observation wells will be received for the whole year and all the samples from observation wells are treated as base samples and are collected and analysed once in a year before pre-monsoon. The samples which are not potable are considered as trend samples and are collected and ana lysed four times in a year.

Distillery- Tubinakere, Mandya district. Solid waste dumping nearborewe-Bidar

Water samples collected by BAIF-Suchetana Drinking water project regarding rain water harvesting- Tumkur & Kolar. 

Heavy metals analysed from solid waste dump- UAS Navile, Shimoga. Study of Arsenic in drinking water around Hutti-Maski area- Raichur  district.

The department of Mines & Geology, Chemical laboratory has been recognized as State Referral Institute. 

Dept of Mines & Geology is also organizing camps to create awareness on ground water quality and management. 

One state level awareness camp held at Bangalore. 

Four divisional level awareness camps held at Tumkur, Myusore, Gulbarga, Dharwad, Hassan, Coorg and Raichur. 

District level camps in eight districts. 

Drinking water quality,lts effect on health. 

Method of water sampling. 

Maintaining the water source and water storage device hygienically. using the water testing field kit at the source. 

Maintaining the general hygiene, community participation.

In mineral wing samples like limestone, clay, iron ore, manganese etc., are carried out and gold analysis is also being done. The duties are as follows: 

CHIEF CHEMIST =>Analysis of ores, minerals and rocks. Water analysis, distribution of samples, validation, visit to division laboratories and interact with chemists about the progress of the analysis. Maintaining stock book, Helping university students in their analysis, Attending workshops, Training to Chemists on pollution related parameters. 

The officers shall also take up special investigations of scientific nature and of economic value. They will submit reports to the Director and keep him informed of the special investigations. A programme of special work they propose to undertake will be drawn up and the approval of the Director sought in the matter. Analysis of ores, minerals & rocks, water both for the department and for the public will be undertaken. They shall exercise proper care in the use of the  chemicals, instruments and appliances and will be personally responsible for their proper maintenance and safety. 
A stock book of chemicals and appliances shall be maintained. The issue of chemicals and glass wares shall also be noted. Analysis on pollution related parameters are also being taken up in the laboratory. Chemists will rise to occation in solving problems with consultation of Director.

Regional Offices and District level offices

The Department is  having two Regional Offices of Joint Director at Mysore and Bellary.  The Joint Director, Southern Region of  overall supervision of south region covering the districts of Mysore, Mandya, Bangalore, Kolar, Hassan, Shimoga, Tumkur, Chamarajnagar, Dakshina Kannada, Udupi and Madikeri Districts. The Joint Director, north is overall supervision of the north  zone covering the districts of Bellary, Chitradurga, Koppal, Raichur, Gulbarga, Dharwad, Haveri, Gadag, Davangere, Uttara Kannada, Belgaum, Bijapur, Bagalkote and Bidar districts.  They will carry out groundwater investigation under State Sector, RST Schemes.  They supervise the activities of the mineral administration and groundwater activities under their jurisdiction.  


There are 24 mineral offices in the Department. They are in districts and in some of the sub-division places.  Depending upon the mineral resources in the districts / sub-division it is headed by either Deputy Director or Senior Geologist.  They are responsible for mineral administration in their jurisdiction, collection of royalty, issue of dispatch permits, sanction of quarry permits for non-specified minor mineral, checking of illegal quarrying / mining and illegal transport of  minerals in their jurisdictions.  They are assisted by one or two Geologists and an Assistant Engineer or Junior Engineer in addition to ministerial staff. 

 There are 20 groundwater offices in the 19 old districts of the State.  These offices are under the administrative control of Zilla Panchayats.  Technical guidance and programmes are approved by the Directorate.  These offices are headed by a Senior Geologist who is assisted by two or three Geologists and the Junior Engineer in addition to ministerial staff. They are responsible for groundwater level monitoring, groundwater sample collection, groundwater investigation in their jurisdiction, assessment of groundwater resources, analysis of data and preparation of reports.  They do render technical assistance for selection of sites for drilling wells /  bore wells and also construction of artificial recharge structures (ARS) in their jurisdiction. 
4.THE NORMS SET BY IT FOR DISCHARGE OF ITS FUNCTIONS:
